A menôs wallet and a womanôs purse are arguably their most 

important possessions. In them are carried a multitude of 

things that identify just who a person is. Tucked inside of 

them, we will find credit cards, driverôs licenses and other 

forms of ID. There may be photographs, notes and other mem-

orabilia that would further shed light into the life of the owner. 

   While the contents of a wallet and purse may tell us WHO a 

person is, it will not reveal WHAT he is in a spiritual sense. 

How do we identify someone as an Orthodox Christian? We carry no card on us to dis-

tinguish this aspect of our being.  There is only one way to show the world we are a 

follower of Jesus Christ: by living a life that is true to the Gospel. Our Lord said: ñBy 

this all men will know that you are My disciples, if you have love for one anoth-

er.ò (John 13:35). Love is the cornerstone of Christôs message, and our willingness to 

express it is the true ñcalling cardò of an Orthodox Christian. When others look at 

us, they should see a reflection of our Divine Master. He taught love. He practiced 

love.  

    He lived love. So should we, always remembering to love our neighbor as we love 

ourselves. Our Lordôs message is precise; Be certain to allow your faith to be revealed.

heart and an attitude towards 
God, the Church, people, and 
ourselves that is different from 
that of the vain world. Peace, 
love, forgiveness, compassion, 
empathy, and pain of heart 
over falsehood and injustice ï 
these qualities of the Christian 
soul are the opposite of indif-
ference and hatred.  
   We should allow God to 
graft these good things onto 
our branches, to allow Him to 
join us to Him. He is the vine 
and we are the branches. We 
can do nothing without Him. 
Everything finds its value in 
God, including evangelization. 
This is the most appropriate 
way to observe the fast.  
  Outward apostleship is also 
very important, inasmuch as 
we Christians are also respon-
sible for others: for these near 
and far, for the whole world. 
Even when it seems that we do 
not have enough strength of 
soul for ourselves, not to men-
tion for the entire world!  
   No single person could ever 
acquire the strength to save the 
world. One can only work with 
God, helping Him in the ful-
fillment of His will in the 
world: that all would come to 
the knowledge of truth and be 
saved. But exhort one another 
dailyé lest any of you be har-
dened through the deceitful-
ness of sin (Heb. 3:13).  
  In this age of the ñwild mar-
ketò and obtrusive advertising, 
we have learned to distrust 
anyone who promises us so-
mething good. In such a con-
text, a word such as ñevange-
lizationò can frighten people. 
Due to our spiritual timidity, 
weôre afraid to offer our faith 
to others, because we donôt 
want to treat it like a commo-
dity. We respect the people 
around us and donôt want them 
to think that weôre trying to 
impose our views on them or 
that weôre trying to ñconvince 
someone 100% of the most 
right and proper thing.ò This 
is especially the case when 
weôre talking about something 
as personal as having trust in 
God.  
   For Christians, proclaiming 
the Good News of the Resur-
rection does not mean talking 
about doctrine or memorizing 
a set of paragraphs or talking 
points. Evangelization means, 
above all else, witnessing to 
the inward transfiguration of 
human nature. The Lord Jesus 
Christ returned value and dig-

How Should We Ob-
serve the Apostlesô 
Fast? Top of Form 
Bottom of Form 

 
 St. Peterôs Fast is also known 
as the Apostlesô Fast, is about 
to begin. We know that it ends 
on the feast of Sts. Peter and 
Paul, the Chiefs of the Apos-
tles. We know that this sum-
mer fast isnôt as strict as the 
Great or Dormition Fasts. We 
know that fresh vegetables 
make their first appearance 
during this time of year, 
which makes the fast quite 
easy. Unfortunately, however, 
for many Orthodox Christians 
this is all this fast amounts to.  
Now we should start fasting 
for a little whileé Weôve had 
our big bash during the week 
of Pentecost and eaten plenty 
of non-fasting foods. Now itôs 
time to fast. For us itôs ñbusi-
ness as usual.ò We should fo-
llow the rules: receive Com-
munion, go to Confessioné 
But for some people this fast 
doesnôt exist. They say: ñThis 
isnôt Great Lent. We donôt ha-
ve the time (or the strength or 
energy) to fast óall the time.ôò  
  I think it would be quite rea-
sonable to devote this fast to  
a consideration of apostleship 
in the Church ï even to an 
active consideration. Please 
do not misunderstand me. 
Taking the title of ñapostleò 
upon oneself without a bless-
ing would be too audacious; 
very few saints in the Menolo-
gion are called ñequal-to-the-
apostles.ò Nevertheless, every 
Christian should be a minister 
of the Word of God. The 
words spoken by Christ to the 
Apostles at His Ascension 
define the basic apostolic mis-
sion: Go ye therefore, and 
teach all nations, baptizing 
them in the name of the Fa-
ther, and of the Son, and of 
the Holy Spirit: Teaching 
them to observe all things 
whatsoever I have command-
ed you: and, lo, I am with you 
always, even unto the end of 
the world. (Matt. 28:19-20).  
   God sent the Holy Spirit to 
the Apostles so that they 
would carry the message of 
the Resurrection to all the 
ends of the earth. Through the 
Apostles, this task was insti-
tuted within the church hierar-
chy, among bishops and 
priests. A bishop or priest who 
lives in Christ (or is at least 

trying to) can sincerely repeat 
with the Apostle: For though I 
preach the gospel, I have noth-
ing to glory of: for necessity is 
laid upon me; yea, woe is unto 
me, if I preach not the gospel! 
(1 Cori. 9:16). But this does not 
relieve the laity of their obliga-
tion to evangelize. This is espe-
cially true for Orthodox Chris-
tians. It would be very good for 
us to test our strength in this 
during the fast that the Church 
has named after the Apostles.  
   Iôd distinguish two basic di-
rections in this task: inward 
apostleship and outward apo-
stleship. (Please donôt judge 
this terminology harshly; if you 
detect a ñshade of Protestant-
ismò here, I can find other 
words.)  
  Inward apostleship is proba-
bly the most important for the 
majority of people, either those 
who are already in the Church 
or those who are still looking 
for their way and place in it. 
One should bear the Good 
News ï of the Resurrection of 
Christ, of repentance, and of the 
transfiguration of the human 
person by the Holy Spirit ï first 
of all to oneôs own heart and 
mind. To accept, inwardly and 
humbly, that which the Church 
gives to those who are seeking 
God. To learn simple things 
(that seem simple at first sight 
and really are uncomplicated): 
simply to believe, to trust in 
God and His Word, to have 
faith in the Church as oneôs 
mother, and to pray simplyï 
as I tell my students, ñwithout 
hand-wringing and eye-rolli-
ngò. (Figuratively, of course:  
I mean, praying in a sensible 
manner and without straining 
your nerves.)  
  Thereôs a beautiful expression: 
ñFasting and prayer are the 
two wings lifting the Christian 
to the Heavenly Kingdom.ò If 
thatôs the case, and if prayer 
should be simple and sensible, 
then our fasting should also be 
simple and sensible. (We talked 
about this during Great Lent.) 
Let us forgo a label-reading-
molecular-biological approach 
and fast according to our stren-
gth. We should fast for Christ 
and for the transfiguration of 
our decayed (or decaying) na-
tures by the Spirit of God.  
   Our inner conviction in the 
rightness of Godôs Word, along 
with repentance and life in the 
Church, should give us the 
most creative foundation for 
apostleship there is: peace of 

nity to every person with infi-
nite respect. Evangelization 
doesnôt mean simply talking 
with someone about Jesus or 
Orthodoxy as such. On a more 
profound level, it means mak-
ing someone understand how 
precious he is to God. That is 
how the Holy Fathers and 
many ascetic strugglers, who 
understood the action of the 
Holy Spirit in the human per-
son, spoke about it.  
  Our outward witnessing to 
Christ and the Church can arise 
only as the result of our inward 
apostleship and the assimilation 
of the life in Christ through 
legitimate ecclesiastical means: 
fasting, prayer, almsgiving, and 
the Mysteries (as already men-
tioned many times!). Otherwise 
our words will lack spiritual 
power; they will be meaning-
less even to ourselves.  
   I recently came across some 
radiant Christian reflections 
that I thought would be quite 
appropriate for our conversa-
tion about every Christianôs 
inward and outward apostle-
ship. Therefore, instead of the 
usual examples, Iôd like to con-
clude my remarks about St. 
Peterôs Fast with these words, 
which are full of Christôs love:  
1. People are often unreasona-
ble, irrational, and self-cen-
tered. Forgive them anyway.  
2. If you are kind, people may 
accuse you of selfish, ulterior 
motives. Be kind anyway.  
3. If you are successful, you 
will win some unfaithful 
friends and some genuine ene-
mies. Succeed anyway.  
4. If you are honest and sincere 
people may deceive you. Be 
honest and sincere anyway.  
5. What you spend years creat-
ing, others could destroy over-
night. Create anyway.  
6. If you find serenity and hap-
piness, some may be jealous. 
Be happy anyway.  
7. The good you do today will 
often be forgotten. Do good 
anyway.  
8. Give the best you have, and 
it will never be enough. Give 
your best anyway. In the final 
analysis, it is between you and 
God. It was never between you 
and them anyway.  
9. No matter who says what 
about you, accept it all with a 
smile and continue doing your 
own work.  
10. Pray together and abide in 
unity.

 July Book of the Month

Orthodox Spiritual Life According to St. Silouan the Athonite 
 

Harry Boosalis compiles a systematic study of the teachings of St. Silouan the 
Athonite (1866-1938) and reveals the relevance of Silouan's spritual instruction 
for contemporary Christians. Drawing parallels with patristic teachings and high-
lighting patristic sources, Boosalis demonstrates Silouan's traditional roots while 
revealing several novel insights of the saint. Special attention is devoted to the 
acquisition of the grace of the Holy Spirit, spiritual warfare, the significance of 
suffering, humility, love for all mankind and prayer for the salvation of the whole 
of creation. 

   St. Silouan is a man of our times. He was Russian by birth, but spent the majority of his life on 
Mount Athos. St. Silouanôs teachings are radical, but totally Christ-centered. His treatises on love 
of fellow man, love for oneôs enemies and love for all of creation are awe-inspiring. While thor-
oughly Christian and well grounded in the Fathers, his teachings seem quite radical at times to both 
Orthodox Christians as well as non-Orthodox Christians and non-Christians. Not radical in a right 
wing sense, but radical in his all encompassing love for all of Godôs creation. His views would 
inspire ecologists and those in the modern environmental movement. These ideas are totally in line 
with those of older saints like St. Isaac of Syria.
